Boat registrations continue. Requirements to register vessels are available on the association
website, www.svla.com. All paperwork can be submitted on-line at Just a reminder
Admin@svla.com. Staff is available to take your calls. Once registration and payment are
complete; Public Safety will set-up the safety inspection. Part of the safety inspection is to
verify the length of your boat. Maximum length for pontoon boats is 24 feet and all other boats
Is 22 feet. Upon passing the inspection Public Safety will give you the stickers.

The Disclosure Packet with information about the 2020-2021 Fiscal Year Budget, assessments,
reserve study, and several policies will be mailed out the end of September.
