. 408 powered vessels and 292 non-powered vessels have registered. 96 slips are rented, so if you
want a boat slip don’t wait.

. Owners of Rental Property are required to submit the Crime-Free Addendum and the proper
license from San Bernardino County or Town of Apple Valley depending on the location of the
rental(s). A new Crime-Free Addendum is needed when you have new tenants. Citations have
been issued to those not in compliance.

. Just a reminder: Any changes, updates, additions to your property or exterior of your home must
have Architectural Committee Approval. Fines will be issued for any projects without approval.
All the information to submit an Architectural Project application for approval can be found on
the web-site or call the Association Office.
